Citing the Source Within a Source
These citations have two parts:
1. Original publication information: where was the essay, chapter, article originally published? In a book? A journal? 
EXAMPLES

2. Where you got it from: Into what book or database was the essay compiled? Drama for Students? Modern Critical Interpretations? Literary Reference Center? (If part 2 is a book, you must designate reprinting—Rpt. in.)
