Writing Citations for Novels for Students and Sources within a Source
1. The beginning of each chapter includes an author biography, plot summary, information on characters, themes, style, historical context, and a critical overview. Credit for this section is given to the editor or editors. Citation information is found on the title page and the back of the title page. Remember to indent and double space.

Example:

Milne, Ira Mark, ed. Novels for Students. Vol. 27. Detroit: Gale, 2008. Print. 
Smith, John and Doris Lang, eds. Novels for Students. Vol. 2. Detroit: Gale, 1999. Print.

2. The first essay included in the “Criticism” section is written by an author expressly for Novels for Students. Credit is given to the author of the essay as well as to the editor of Novels for Students. Publication information from Novels for Students is also included.

Example:

Dyer, Klay. “Criticism.” Novels for Students. Ed. Ira Mark Milne. Vol. 27. Detroit: Gale, 2008. 147-149. Print. 
3. Subsequent essays or articles in the “Criticism” section have been taken from books, magazines, and/or scholarly journals. Credit is given to the author of the original source and all available publication information from the original source is included. The city is often not available for the original source. Credit is also given to the editor of Novels for Students and publication information from Novels for Students is also included. 
Example when original source is a magazine:

Wood, Michael. “Crying for Attention.” The New York Review of Books. 10 June 1976: 8-10. Rpt. in Novels for Students. Eds. John Smith and Doris Lang. Vol. 2. Detroit: Gale, 1999. 141-145. Print. 

Example when original source is a scholarly journal:

Cole, Stewart. “Believing in Tigers: Anthropomorphism and Incredulity in Yann Martel’s Life of Pi.” Studies in Canadian Literature. 29.2 (Summer 2004): 22-37. Rpt. in Novels for Students. Ed. Ira Mark Milne. Vol. 27. Detroit: Gale, 2008. 149-153. Print.

Example when original source is a book:

Adams, Timothy. Telling Lies in Modern American Autobiography. U of North Carolina P, 1990. 69-83. Rpt. in Novels for Students. Ed. John Smith and Doris Lang. Vol. 2. Detroit: Gale, 1999. 151-53. Print.
4. For sources within a source other than Novels for Students, use the same examples as those given in section 3. If a city for the original source is given, include it in the citation. 
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
